The “National Accounts Bulletin-2015”, presents data series of key national
accounts aggregates including Gross Domestic Product (GDP), Government
Final Consumption Expenditure, Household Final Consumption Expenditure, and
Capital formation etc. for the period 2007 to 2014 both at current and constant
(2004) prices. However, the estimates of 2014 are preliminary and would be
revised once the data from the Annual Economic Survey, 2014 is available.

In addition, the National Accounts Bulletin (NAB), 2015 presents current and
Capital Accounts for the institutional sectors of the economy namely Non-
financial Corporations, Financial Corporations, General Government and
Households including Non Profit Institutions Serving Households (NPISHSs), for
the years 2007- 2013.

Ministry of Development Planning and Statistics (MDPS) is grateful to the
Ministries and Departments, Qatar Central Bank, Qatar Petroleum and all other
source agencies for their cooperation in making available the requisite data for
compiling the National Accounts Statistics. We welcome suggestions from users
for improvement in the presentation of information and data included in this
publication.

The Economic Statistics and National Accounts Department of the MDPS
compiles estimates of national accounts aggregates namely: Gross domestic
product, consumption expenditure, capital formation, etc. for the economy of the
State of Qatar, both at current and constant (2004) prices and publishes them in
its publication called National Accounts Bulletin (NAB).

In March of every year, the MDPS releases “Preliminary” estimates of the
quarterly and annual Gross Domestic Product at current and constant
prices for the preceding year. These estimates, brought out with a time lag
of three months, are based on the Quarterly Economic Survey and other
leading economic indicators used for the quarterly estimation of GDP. The
national accounts aggregates are later revised during the year once the
detailed and more comprehensive data available from the Annual Economic
Survey, conducted by MDPS and various other data source agencies.

In this publication, the compilation broadly follows the System of National
Accounts. 1993 (SNA, 1993). The system recommends compilation of
Sequence of Accounts for all the institutional sectors namely: Non-financial
Corporations; Financial Corporations; General Government; Households
including and Non-Profit Institutions Serving Households (NPISHS).

The present issue of National Accounts Bulletin (NAB), 2015 includes the
final Estimates of macro-economic aggregates for the years 2007 to 2013.
Preliminary Estimates of Gross Domestic Product for the year 2014,
primarily based on the results of Quarterly Economic Survey are also
included. The publication consists of six parts. The contents of each part
are briefly described below:

Macroeconomic Aggregates and Indicators: This part contains the
summary statements of macro-economic aggregates like GDP
Household Final Consumption Expenditure (HFCE), Government Final
Consumption Expenditure (GFCE), Exports and Imports, Capital
Formation and Saving, Government Revenue & Expenditure, current
Account Balance etc. for the period 2007-2014.

Gross Domestic Product by Economic Activity: This part of the
NAB, presents statements on GDP by industry of origin, i.e. by
economic activity along with the percentage distribution and percentage
changes for the period 2007-2014.

Gross Domestic Product by Components of Expenditure: This part
of NAB presents the estimates of expenditure components of GDP
including estimates of Household Final Consumption, Government Final
Consumption, Imports & Exports, and Capital Formation for the period
2007-2014.

Gross Domestic Product by Components of Income: The estimates

of income components of GDP, their share and percentage change for
the period 2007-2013 are covered in this part of NAB.

Sequence of Accounts: This part presents Integrated Economic
Accounts as per the 1993 System of National Accounts. The period
covered in these accounts refers to 2007 to 2013 and the sequence of
accounts is presented upto Capital Account. It may also be noted that
because of data constraint, NPISH are included in Household sector.
Rest of the World Account for the period 2007-2014 is presented in this
part.

Miscellaneous Statements: The last part of the NAB presents the
statements on long Time Series (since 1980) of GDP data, both at
current and constant prices; and the Balance of Payment: 2007-2014.
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THE ECONOMY OF QATAR-AN OVERVIEW

Qatar is one of the fastest growing economies in the world. During
2007-2014, the economy of the state has recorded an impressive
compound annual growth rate (CAGR) of 11%. This rapid growth in
the Qatar’'s economy in the last couple of years has been driven by
the development of Qatar’'s huge reserves of natural gas for the
production and export of LNG. The country has the third-largest
natural gas deposits after Iran and Russia. Qatar owns 14% of the
total gas reserves of the world. Qatar has enough gas for more than
200 years, estimated at current production levels. Qatar has been
the world’s largest exporter of LNG since 2006. Further, the
extraction of natural gas has resulted in the production of
condensates, which has overtaken the crude oil production. The
production of condensates has touched 900k barrels per day in
2013.

It may be seen from the Table (1) below, the nominal GDP of the
country which was 290.2 Bn QR in 2007, has touched a figure of
764.8 Bn QR in 2014. During 2007-2011, the annual percentage
increases of GDP have been quite high as the production of crude
oil and gas was on rise. LNG production had reached its peak
capacity by the end of year 2011. International prices of crude oil
and gas had also played a key role in boosting the nominal GDP of
Qatar. The year 2009, a year of worldwide economic depression,
had its impact on Qatar economy also, but the effect was seen much
sharper in nominal terms. The double digit growth trend seen till
2011, crumbled in 2012 and since then, the economic growth is
flattened and is presently growing at 6% per annum. In the following
paragraphs, sectoral analysis of the Qatar’'s GDP is presented.

1.03 During the period 2007-14, the Gross Domestic Product (GDP) in
current prices has expanded by 2.6 times, from 290 Bn QR to 765 Bn
QR, registering a compound annual increase of 14.9%.

Mining and Quarrying Sector

1.04 The Gross Value Added (GVA) from the Mining and Quarrying sector
for the year 2014 has been estimated at 390.7 Bn QR, showing a
decrease of 3% over the GVA of previous year. The decrease is
mainly attributed to falling international oil prices. The percentage
increase in 2011 was 49.8%, which started plummeting in the following
year. In 2012, the increase was only 9.8% and it came down to 2% in
2013. During 2007-2014, this sector has been contributing more than
50 per cent of total nominal GDP and 2014 witnessed the lowest
contribution.

The GVA of the non-mining and quarrying sectors recovered its pace
of movement showing an increase of 20%, in 2011, compared to an
increase of 9.8% in 2010 and 3.8% in 2009. This sector has moved at
a compound annual increase of 15.1% during 2007-2014.

Within the non-mining and quarrying group, “finance, insurance real
estate & business services” (13.2%), “manufacturing” (10.1%),
“Government services” (9.6%), and “trade, hotels & restaurants”
(6.8%) sectors made the largest contribution to total nominal GDP in
2014, The performance of the major non-mining and quarrying sectors
is discussed in the succeeding paragraphs.

Manufacturing

1.08 The manufacturing sector has historically been driven primarily by
refined petroleum products. Other important activities in the
manufacturing sector include the production of flour, cement, concrete,
plastics, textiles and footwear, household articles and paints. In 2014,
the manufacturing sector contributed 77.5Bn QR to Qatar’s total
nominal GDP, or 10.1% of the total GDP. Though the share of
manufacturing sector in total GDP remained more or less stable during
the last seven years, the year-on-year increase has slowed down
significantly in 2013 and 2014.

production volume of goods and services. It is the key indicator to follow
the level of economic activity and the pace of economic growth of a
country. The non-mining and quarrying sector has recorded a double-
digit growth pattern in the recent years, primarily because of large
investments in construction, financial services and real estate. The
rapid development of Qatar's non-mining and quarrying sector has
helped in offsetting the recent slowdown in oil and gas revenues. The
non-mining and quarrying sector is likely to continue as the key growth
driver, since over 600 Bn Qatari Riyal of planned Government
investments in the run up to the 2022 World Cup is heavily focused on
infrastructure  development. Government spending and global
expansion is expected to provide more growth opportunities.

1.15 It may be observed from the Figure (6) that the Qatar's Economy has

been diversifying. The share of Non-Mining sectors in Real GDP, in 2007
was around 55% and it has reached to 62% in 2014.. This sector has
been growing consistently between 10 to 11% per annum since 2011.
The economy’s expansion with diversification is a welcome change. The
trend of over-dependence on mining sector is seen to be changing in the
recent years. The CAGR of Non-Mining and Quarrying sector (12.9%) is
much higher the one recorded for Mining and Quarrying Sector (8.5%)
during 2007-2014. It clearly depicts that production of non-mining
activities in real terms has grown faster in this period.

The non-mining and Quarrying sector, in 2014 contributed over 62% of
the total GDP. The economic activities which have grown significantly
during 2007-2014 are Construction (CAGR: 19.8%); Finance,
Insurance, Real Estate and Business Services (CAGR: 12.8%);
Government Services (CAGR: 12.7%); Manufacturing (CAGR: 11.4%);
Trade, Hotel and Restaurants (CAGR: 10%); and Transport, Storage
and Communication (CAGR: 15.3%). The corresponding percentage
contributions in the total real GDP of these economic activities in 2013
and 2014 are presented in Table (7) below. More details on these
sectors may be seen in tables (2.3) and (2.4).

The estimates of Household Final Consumption Expenditure (HFCE)
both at current and constant prices are given in Table (7). The HFCE
at current prices is estimated at 113.3 Bn in 2014 as against QR 101.8
Mn in 2013, showing a rise of 11.3%. At constant (2004) prices, the
HFCE works out to 68 Bn QR in 2014 as against 63.6 Mn in 2013,
showing a rise of 6.9%.

It could also be noted that there has been comparative structural
stability of HFCE (in terms of share of HFCE in GDP) when measured
in real terms though Qatar’'s economy has been changing very fast in
the past couple of years. Higher expansion of non-hydrocarbon sector
combined with varying price levels perhaps reflects volatility in the
nominal ratios.

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NATIONAL ACCOUNTS: CONCEPTS AND DEFINITIONS

and
accounting framework for analyzing and evaluating the performance of an
economy. National accounts data provide information covering both
different types of economic activities and the different sectors of the
economy. It is possible to monitor the movements of major economic flows
such as production, household consumption, government consumption,
capital formation, exports, imports, etc., in both value and volume terms.

The national accounts provide a comprehensive, conceptual

1.02 As the national accounts are designed to account for all economic
transactions, their compilation is a major exercise, which draws information
from several diverse data sources. The sources consist of data generated
as a by-product of public administration system, such as, company
registration, collection of taxes, as well as data collected directly through
censuses and sample surveys conducted by the official agencies of the
Government.

1.03 While the underlying concepts and methodology of compilation has been
mostly standardized under the System of National Accounts (SNA) of the
international agencies, procedures and approximations are shaped by the
country-specific data collection system. Normally, major methodological
changes and incorporation of data from new surveys and censuses are
made at the time of revision of base year.

Basic Concepts of National Accounts

The basic concepts and definitions of the terms used in national accounts
largely follow the terminology given in the SNA. In the following paragraphs
the major concepts used in National Accounts Statistics and the inter
relationship particularly of those relating to macro-economic aggregates of
national income, consumption, saving and capital formation are discussed.

1.04 For an economy, the total supply of goods and services must equal the total

uses. of goods and services Thus:

(A) Total supply of goods and services = Total uses of goods and services

1.05 In an open economy, the total supply of goods and services consists of
domestically produced output and imports. The uses consist of intermediate
consumption, final consumption, gross capital formation and exports.
Intermediate consumption consists of the goods and services consumed in
the production process (excluding the consumption of fixed assets), while
final consumption consists of the goods and services provided to the benefit

of final consumers. Thus:
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(B) Output + Imports = Intermediate consumption + Final consumption +
Gross capital formation + Exports

1.06 The equation (B) can be rearranged as under:

(C) Output — Intermediate consumption = Final consumption + Gross
capital formation + Exports — Imports

1.07 In National Accounts, Output minus Intermediate consumption is defined

as Gross Value Added (GVA). Thus the equation (C) can be written as:

(D) GVA = Final consumption + Gross capital formation + Exports —
Imports

1.08. The items intermediate consumption, final consumption and gross fixed
capital formation on the uses (right) side of equation (B) are measured
from the perspective of the consumer or purchaser. Their values take into
account the taxes and subsidies on goods and services. While taxes on
products increase, subsidies on products lower the prices payable by
consumers. Yet output is measured from the perspective of producers in
terms of the receipts receivable by them, leaving all of the taxes on goods
and services aside while including subsidies on goods and services.
Therefore, taxes on goods and services have to be added to output and
subsidies subtracted from output in order to arrive at a uniform valuation of
supply and uses.

(E) GVA + Taxes — Subsidies = Final Consumption + Gross capital
formation + Exports — Imports

GROSS DOMESTIC PRODUCT

1.09. On the left side of equation (E), we find the value of all goods and services
produced in a period minus the goods and services consumed in the
production process during that period, which is called Gross Domestic
Product (GDP). This is a measure of GDP by production approach. Thus:

(F) GDP = gross value added + taxes — subsidies
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1.10 Looking at the right side of equation (E), gross domestic product can also be

1.11

1.12

viewed as the value of all goods and services available for different
domestic final uses or for exports. Thus it provides a measure of GDP by
expenditure approach.

(G) GDP = Final consumption + Gross capital formation + Exports —
Imports

The production process creates incomes for not only the owners of the
inputs used in production but also for owners of capital and for the
government. The value of those incomes is also equal to gross domestic
product. Hence, GDP can also be calculated as the sum of compensation
of employees, taxes less subsidies and gross operating surplus/mixed
income (some of these terms are discussed later). This provides the GDP
by income approach. Thus:

(H) GDP = Compensation of employees + taxes - subsidies + gross
operating surplus / mixed income

It may be noted from the above discussion that the GDP of a country can
be measured in three different ways, from the angle of production, from
income generation and from final utilization. These three forms are circular
in nature. It begins at the production stage where the productive units
engage capital and labour and turn out goods and services, the total
measure of which gives the domestic product. This production process
generates a given amount of money income which is distributed by the
productive units to the factors of production, namely, capital and labour.
The measure of income this way indicates the share of domestic product
distributed to the factors of production. The income thus received by the
factors of production is then spent either by the labour in their capacity as
households in terms of acquisition and consumption of goods and services
or by the producers in acquiring more capital and thus increasing the
physical assets of their production units. The domestic product by
definition is the same whether measured at the point of production or at the
point of income generation or at the point of final utilization. In other words,
the total of net output, income flows and final expenditure will be identical.
The significance of each arises from the fact that they reflect total
operations of the economy at the levels of three basic economic functions,
namely, production, distribution and disposition.
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Gross National Income

1.13 The GDP refers to production of all resident units within the borders of a

country, which is not exactly the same as the production of all productive
activities of residents. Some of the productive activities of residents may
take place abroad (for example temporary and seasonal labour working
abroad). Conversely, some production taking place within a country may be
attributed to expatriates. The contribution of labour is accounted for through
the compensation of employees paid to non-residents and received by the
economy. In addition, some primary income generated within the country
may go to non-resident units (for example, interest paid to providers of
loans from abroad or dividends paid to non-resident owners of shares).
Symmetrically, some primary incomes generated in the rest of the world
may go to resident units. Thus, the concept of gross national income seeks
to measure the net income due to their ownership of factors of production
(labour, net non-produced assets and capital) received by residents in a
country.

1.14 Hence, Gross National Income (GNI) is defined as follows:

1.15

1.16

() GNI = GDP + Compensation of employees and property income from
the rest of the world — Compensation of employees and property
income to the rest of the world

All GNI is not available for final uses domestically since some of it is
transferred to other countries without anything being received in exchange,
such as money sent to support dependents living in another country. Such
transfers are called current transfers, and taking them into account leads to
the following concept of Gross National Disposable Income (GNDI):

(J) GNDI = GNI + Current transfers from the rest of the world — Current
transfers to the rest of the world

Gross national disposable income is the income available for consumption
and saving. Thus:
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(K) GNDI = Final consumption expenditure + Gross saving

Gross Saving

1.17 Gross saving is the difference between GNDI and Final consumption
expenditure. Saving thus represents the excess of current income over
current expenditure of various institutional sectors of the economy.

(L) Gross saving = GNDI — Final consumption expenditure

Gross Capital Formation

1.18 Gross capital formation consists of the acquisition of fixed assets and the
accumulation of stocks. Fixed assets are physical productive assets,
examples of which are buildings, civil works, machinery, vehicles etc. The
stock accumulation is in the form of changes in stock of raw materials,
fuels, finished goods and semi-finished goods awaiting completion. Thus
gross capital formation is that part of country's total expenditure which is
not consumed but added to the nation's fixed tangible assets and stocks.

1.19 Gross saving together with net capital transfers (capital transfers receivable
less capital transfers payable) from the rest of the world provides the
resources for investment in non-financial assets, which is called gross
capital formation, i.e., for the net acquisition of fixed assets, such as
residential and non-residential buildings, plants and equipment, the net
acquisition of valuables and/or the increase in inventories.

Net lending/net borrowing

1.20 The difference between gross saving plus net capital transfers and gross
capital formation is net borrowing or net lending from the rest of the world,
depending whether uses exceed resources or vice versa: if it is negative it
is net borrowing and if it is positive it is net lending. Thus:

(M) Net lending (+) / net borrowing (-) = Gross saving + Net capital
transfers — Gross capital formation
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Net borrowing / net lending in financial accounts

1.21 Net borrowing/net lending is also reflected in transactions in financial assets
and liabilities with the rest of the world. It is equal to the difference between
net acquisition of financial assets and net incurrence of liabilities (foreign
exchange, bonds, loans etc.). Thus:

(N) Net lending (+) / net borrowing (-) = net acquisition of financial assets
— net incurrence of liabilities

Changes in net worth

1.22 Net worth is the difference between the total value of non-financial and
financial assets and the total value of liabilities of an economy. It is a
measure of the net wealth of a nation. Change in net worth measures the
change in wealth of a nation. It is equal to the difference between the
change in the total value of assets and the change in the total value of
liabilities. Besides the changes in net worth due to changes in prices that
affect the valuation of assets and liabilities and natural incidents, such as
discoveries or depletion of national resources and destruction due to
natural calamities, the changes in net worth due to economic activities and
transactions is the sum of gross saving and net capital transfers from
abroad. The latter should also equal to gross capital formation less
consumption of fixed capital and plus net lending (+)/net borrowing (-) from
the rest of the world.

System of National Accounts (SNA) and the Sequence of Accounts

1.23 The System of National Accounts (SNA) is the internationally agreed
standard set of recommendations for compiling measures of economic
activity in accordance with strict accounting conventions based on
economic principles. The recommendations are expressed in terms of a set
of concepts, definitions, classifications and accounting rules. The
accounting framework of the SNA allows economic data to be compiled and
presented in a format that is designed for purposes of economic analysis,
decision-taking and policymaking. The accounts themselves present in a
condensed way a great mass of detailed information, organized according
to economic principles and perceptions, about the working of an economy.
They provide a comprehensive and detailed record of the complex
economic activities taking place within an economy and of the interaction
between the different economic agents, and groups of agents that takes
place on markets or elsewhere. The framework of the SNA provides
accounts that are:
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1.24

1.25

e comprehensive, in that all designated activities and the consequences
for all agents in an economy are covered,;

e consistent, because identical values are used to establish the
consequences of a single action on all parties concerned using the same
accounting rules;

e integrated, in that all the consequences of a single action by one agent
are necessarily reflected in the resulting accounts, including the impact
on measurement of wealth captured in balance sheets.

At the heart of the SNA is the production of goods and services. These may
be used for consumption in the period to which the accounts relate or may
be accumulated for use in a later period. In simple terms, the amount of
value added generated by production represents GDP. The income
corresponding to GDP is distributed to the various agents or groups of
agents as income and it is the process of distributing and redistributing
income that allows one agent to consume the goods and services produced
by another agent or to acquire goods and services for later consumption.
The way in which the SNA captures this pattern of economic flows is to
identify the activities concerned by recognizing the institutional units in the
economy and by specifying the structure of accounts capturing the
transactions relevant to one stage or another of the process by which
goods and services are produced and ultimately consumed.

Two main kinds of institutional units, or transactors, are distinguished in the
SNA; households and legal entities. Legal entities are either entities
created for purposes of production, mainly corporations and non-profit
institutions (NPIs), or entities created by political processes, specifically
government units. The defining characteristic of an institutional unit is that it
is capable of owning goods and assets, incurring liabilities and engaging in
economic activities and transactions with other units in its own right.

Institutional Sectors

1.26

For the purposes of the SNA, institutional units that are resident in the
economy are grouped together into five mutually exclusive sectors
composed of the following types of units:

a. Non-financial corporations;

b. Financial corporations;

¢. Government units, including social security funds;

d. Non Profit Institutions serving households (NPISHs); and

e. Households.

Institutional units that are resident abroad form the rest of the world. The
SNA does not require accounts to be compiled in respect of economic
activities taking place in the rest of the world, but all transactions between
resident and non-resident units have to be recorded in order to obtain a
complete accounting for the economic behavior of resident units.
Transactions between residents and non-residents are grouped together in
a single account, the rest of the world account.

All the UN member countries are expected to prepare and present their
National Accounts Statistics (NAS) as per the accounting structure and
framework recommended in the 2008, SNA.

SNA is built around a sequence of interconnected flow accounts linked to
different types of economic activity taking place within a given period of
time, together with balance sheets that record the values of the stocks of
assets and liabilities held by institutional units or sectors at the beginning
and end of the period.

e Each flow account relates to a particular kind of activity such as
production, or the generation, distribution, redistribution or use of
income.

e Each account is balanced by introducing a balancing item defined
residually as the difference between the total resources and uses
recorded on the two sides of the account.

e The balancing item from one account is carried forward as the first
item in the following account, thereby making the sequence of
accounts an articulated one, as a whole.

e The balancing items typically encapsulate the net result of the
activities covered by the accounts in question and are therefore
economic constructs of considerable interest and analytical
significance - for example, value added, disposable income and
saving.

1.30 The sequence of accounts can broadly be classified into three categories:

1) Current accounts: These accounts record the production of goods and
services, the generation of incomes by production, the subsequent
distribution and redistribution of incomes among institutional units, and

the use of incomes for purposes of consumption or saving;

2) Accumulation accounts: These are flow accounts that record the
acquisition and disposal of financial and non-financial assets and
liabilities by institutional units through transactions or as a result of
other events; and

3) Balance sheet: The balance sheets show the values of the stocks of
assets and liabilities held by institutional units or sectors at the
beginning and end of an accounting period.

Production account: Production account shows output as resources and
intermediate consumption as use, and value added is balancing item which
is measured both as gross & net. The broad structure may be seen at
Table-A.1.

Distribution of income account: There are two accounts that record how
income arising from involvement in processes of production or from
ownership of assets needed for production is distributed among institutional
units and the second of these is further subdivided in two also:
I. The generation of income account;
Il. The allocation of primary income account
e The entrepreneurial income account; and
e The allocation of other primary income account.

There are two other accounts that show how income is redistributed
between institutional units by means of the payments and receipts of
current transfers.
e Secondary distribution: and
¢ Redistribution in kind.
[ ]
Generation of income Account: The generation of income account
records, from the view of producers, distributive transactions which are
directly linked to the process of production. The structure of the account
may be seen at Table-A.2.
Allocation of Primary Income Account: The allocation of primary income
account (Table-A.3) shows the remaining part of the primary distribution of
income and it records:
e Property income receivable and payable for each sector
Compensation of employees receivable by households.
e Taxes on production and imports less subsidies receivable by the
government.
e This account has operating surplus as resources and balance of
primary income as balancing item.

e Balance of primary income corresponds to national income for the total
economy.

Secondary Distribution of income Account: Following transactions figure
in this account (Table-A.4):

e Current taxes on income, wealth etc., and other current transfer except
social transfers in kind are recorded as resources along with balance of
primary income in this account. On the use side the same type of
transfers are also recorded. Since these are resources for some sector
and uses for others, their precise contents vary from one sector to
another.

e The balancing item of this account is disposable income. This is the
income which can be used for Final consumption expenditure and
saving.

Redistribution of income in kind account: This account (Table-A.5) is
significant only for government, households and NPISHs. Because of the
nature of transactions involved.

Use of income account: The use of income account shows, how
disposable income or adjusted disposable income is allocated between
final consumption and saving for those sectors which have some final
consumption. In the System, only government, NPISHs and households
have final consumption. This account (Tables A.6 & A.7) is divided in two
sub-accounts:

e Use of disposable income account; and

e Use of adjusted disposable income account

1.39 Accumulation accounts: Salient features of these accounts are:

e Because the accounting system is fully integrated, accumulation
accounts cover all changes in assets, liabilities and net worth (the
difference for any sector between its assets and liabilities);

e Saving, being the balancing items of all current transactions/accounts is,
of course, the starting element of accumulation accounts;

e Accumulation accounts are structured in a way which permits various
types of changes in assets, liabilities and net worth to be distinguished;

o A first group of accounts covers transactions which would correspond to
all changes in assets/liabilities and net worth if saving and voluntary
transfers of wealth were the only sources of changes in net worth. A
second group of accounts relates to changes in assets, liabilities and net
worth due to other factors; and

e The first group of accumulation accounts contains the capital account
and the financial account. These two accounts are distinguished in
order to show a balancing item which is useful for economic analysis,
that is, net lending/net borrowing.

Capital Account: The capital account (Table-A.8) records transactions
linked to acquisitions of non-financial assets and capital transfers involving
the redistribution of wealth. The right side includes saving, net, capital
transfers receivable and capital transfers payable (with a minus sign) in
order to arrive at that part of changes in net worth due to saving and capital
transfers. This Account includes among uses the various types of
investment in non-financial assets. Because consumption of fixed capital is
a negative change in fixed assets, it is recorded, with a negative sign, on
the left side of the account.
Financial Account: The financial account (Table-A.9) records transactions
in financial instruments for each of the institutional sectors. These
transactions in the System show net acquisition of financial assets on the
left side and net incurrence of liabilities on the right side. The balancing
item is again net lending (+) or net borrowing (-), which appears this time on
the right side of the account.

1.42 Other Changes in Volume of Assets Account and Revaluation Account:

1.43

The second group of accumulation accounts (Tables A.10 & A.11) covers
changes in assets, liabilities and net worth which are due to factors other
than the accumulation transactions recorded in the previous group of
accounts. Examples are discoveries or depletion of subsoil resources,
destruction by political events, such as war, or by natural catastrophes,
such as earthquakes.

Balance Sheets: The opening and closing balance sheets (Table-A.12)
display assets on the left side, liabilities and net worth on the right
side. Assets and liabilities are valued at the prices of the date a balance
sheet is established. Net worth, the difference between assets and
liabilities, is the balancing item of balance sheets.
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Rest of the World (ROW) Account

1.44 The transactions between a resident unit of the country and the rest of the
world (non-resident units) are recorded as if the units in the rest of the
world were another sector of the economy in the System of National
Accounts (SNA). The rest of the world (ROW) account is structured
according to two principles:

a) The transactions with the domestic economy are recorded from the
perspective of the rest of the world;

b) All transactions between the domestic economy and the rest of the
world are recorded twice, as receivable in the accounts of the
domestic economy and as payable in the rest of the world account or
vice versa.

1.45 The rest of the world plays an important role in the accounting structure
similar to the one displayed by an institutional sector of the country’s
economy. The flows to the rest of the world are shown as a use and flows
from the rest of the world as resources. For example, exports from Qatar
are shown as uses of the rest of the world and imports to Qatar as

resources from the rest of the world.

1.46 There are no entries for the rest of the world account for intermediate or
final consumption (or for fixed capital formation) because the use made of
the goods and services in another economy is not relevant for the national
economy.

Two balancing items relevant to the current accounts are important. The
first is the external balance on goods and services, which is the difference
between imports and exports. The second is the current external balance
which is the sum of all resources coming from the rest of the world less all
uses going to the rest of the world, including imports and exports. The
current external balance thus shows how far residents call on saving by
non-residents.

Important terms used in the accounts

1.48 The main items used the sequence of accounts are discussed in the
following paragraphs
P1. Output: Goods or services produced as outputs are disposed of by
their owners in one or more of the following ways, apart from certain service

1.47
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producers, such as financial intermediaries and wholesale and retail traders
whose outputs have special characteristics, during the period in which they
are produced:

e These may be sold (only goods or services sold at economically
significant prices are included here);

e These may be bartered in exchange for other goods, services or assets,
provided to their employees as compensation in kind, or used for other
payments in kind;

¢ These may enter the producer's inventories prior to their eventual sale,
barter or other use: incomplete outputs enter the producer's inventories
in the form of additions to work-in-progress;

e These may be supplied to another establishment belonging to the same
enterprise for use as intermediate inputs into the latter's production;

e These may be retained by their owners for own final consumption or own
gross fixed capital formation;

e These may be supplied free, or sold at prices that are not economically
significant, to other institutional units, either individually or collectively.

1.49 The output is further subdivided as:
P11. Market output;

P.12 Output for own final use; and
P.13 Other Non-Market output.

1.50 P11. Market output: Market output is output that is sold at prices that are
economically significant or otherwise disposed of on the market or intended
for sale or disposal on the market.

P.12 Output for own final use: The value of output produced for own final

use is given by the sum of the values of the following items for the period in

question:

e The total value of goods and services produced by household
enterprises and consumed by the same households;

e The total value of the fixed assets produced by an establishment that are
retained within the same enterprise for use in future production (own-
account gross fixed capital formation); and

e The total value of changes in inventories of finished goods and work-in-
progress intended for one or other of the above uses.

P.13 Other Non-Market output: This consists of goods and individual or
collective services produced by non-profit institutions serving households
(NPISHs) or government that are supplied free, or at prices that are not
economically significant, to other institutional units or the community as a
whole.

P.2 Intermediate Consumption: Intermediate consumption consists of the
value of the goods and services consumed as inputs by a process of
production, excluding fixed assets whose consumption is recorded as
consumption of fixed capital. The goods or services may be either
transformed or used up by the production process.

K1. Consumption of fixed capital: Consumption of fixed capital is a cost of
production. It may be defined in general terms as the decline, during the
course of the accounting period, in the current value of the stock of fixed
assets owned and used by a producer as a result of physical deterioration,
normal obsolescence or normal accidental damage. It excludes the value
of fixed assets destroyed by acts of war or exceptional events such as
major natural disasters which occur very infrequently. Such losses are
recorded in the System in the account for "Other changes in the volume of
assets".
B.1 Gross Value added: Value added is the balancing item in the
production account for an institutional unit or sector, or establishment or
industry. It measures the value created by production and may be
calculated either before or after deducting the consumption of fixed capital
on the fixed assets used.

e Gross value added is defined as the value of output less the value of

intermediate consumption;
e Net value added is defined as the value of output less the values of
both intermediate consumption and consumption of fixed capital.

D.1 Compensation of employees: Compensation of employees is the total
remuneration in cash or in kind payable by employers to employees for the
work done. Direct social transfers from employers to their employees or
retired employees and their family, such as payments for sickness,
educational grants and pensions that do not set up an independent fund,
are also imputed as part of compensation of employees. It is subdivided as:

e DI11.Wages & Salaries; and

e D12.Employers' social contributions.
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1.57 D.12 Employers' social contributions: An amount equal to the value of the
social contributions incurred by employers in order to obtain social benefits

for

their

employees needs to be recorded as compensation of

employees. Employers' social contributions may be either actual or
imputed.

D.121 Employers' actual social contributions: These consist of social
contributions payable by employers for the benefit of their employees
to social security funds, insurance enterprises or other institutional
units responsible for the administration and management of social
insurance schemes. Although they are paid by the employer directly
to the social security fund or other scheme, the payments are made
for the benefit of the employees. Accordingly, employees are treated
as being remunerated by an amount equal to the value of the social
contributions payable. This imputed remuneration is recorded in the
generation of income account as a component of compensation of
employees. Employees are then recorded as paying social
contributions of equal value as current transfers to social security
funds, other schemes, etc., in the secondary distribution of income
account.

D.122 Employers' imputed social contributions: Some employers
provide social benefits themselves directly to their employees, former
employees or dependents out of their own resources without involving
an insurance enterprise or autonomous pension fund, and without
creating a special fund or segregated reserve for the purpose. In this
situation, existing employees may be considered as being protected
against various specified needs or circumstances, even though no
payments are being made to cover them. Remunerations are thus
imputed for such employees equal in value to the amount of social
contributions that would be needed to secure the de facto
entitlements to the social benefits they accumulate. These amounts
depend not only on the levels of the benefits currently payable but
also on the ways in which employers' liabilities under such schemes
are likely to evolve in the future as a result of factors such as
expected changes in the numbers, age distribution and life
expectancies of their present and previous employees. Thus, the
values that should be imputed for the contributions, in principle, to be
based on the same kind of actuarial considerations that determine the
levels of premiums charged by insurance enterprises.

1.58 D.2 Taxes on Production and Imports: Taxes are compulsory, unrequited
payments, in cash or in kind, made by institutional units to government
units. They are described as unrequited because the government provides
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1.59

nothing in return to the individual unit making the payment, although
governments may use the funds raised in taxes to provide goods or
services to other units, either individually or collectively, or to the
community as a whole.

e Taxes on production and imports consist of taxes on products payable
on goods and services when they are produced, delivered, sold,
transferred or otherwise disposed of by their producers; they include
taxes and duties on imports that become payable when goods enter the
economic territory by crossing the frontier or when services are
delivered to resident units by non-resident units; when outputs are
valued at basic prices, taxes on domestically produced products are not
recorded in the accounts of the System as being payable by their
producers; and

e Other taxes on production, consisting mainly of taxes on the ownership
or use of land, buildings or other assets used in production or on the
labour employed, or compensation of employees paid.

D.3 Subsidies: Subsidies are current unrequited payments that government
units, including non-resident government units, make to enterprises on the
basis of levels of their production activities, or the quantities or the value of
the goods or services, which they produce, sell or import. These are given
to influence their levels of production, the prices at which their output are
sold. These do not include grants that governments may make to
enterprises in order to finance their capital formation or compensate them
for damage to their capital assets. Such grants are treated as capital
transfers.

B.2/B.3 Operating Surplus/Mixed Income: Operating surplus and mixed
income are two alternative names for the same balancing item used for
different types of enterprises. Operating surplus or mixed income is the
balancing item in the generation of income account it is defined as:
“Value added minus compensation of employees payable minus taxes
on production payable plus subsidies receivable”.

Mixed income is the term reserved for the balancing item of the generation
of income account of unincorporated enterprises owned by members of
households, either individually or in partnership with others, in which the
owners, or other members of their households, may work without receiving
any wage or salary.
