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Introduction

The State of Qatar is one of the leading countries that attach great
importance to the implementation of Labour Force Survey on regular basis,
and allocate for this purpose budgets and efforts in order to provide a
comprehensive statistics system for the economically active population as a
basis to monitor trends and changes in the labour market. This system is
further a base for the provision and analysis of the state’s macro-economic
policies, as well as employment and unemployment indicators which are
used as a general index on the economic performance of the state.

The data provided by the labour force survey implemented by MDPS, is
considered a rich material for many analytical studies related to labour
market, unemployment and wages in Qatar. Perhaps the most important of
these studies are those related to changes in the population’s economic
structure from one period to another. This would significantly and directly
contribute to shaping human and economic development plans which are
part of Qatar's national strategy that Qatar is seeking to implement by 2030.

Survey objectives :

1. Estimate the size of the labor force in Qatar.

2. The distribution of the labor force by selected characteristics: age
groups, gender, educational level, marital status, employment status,
economic activity, occupation, sector .. etc.

Measuring the level of use and unemployment in the State of Qatar.

To study the relationship between the educational profession and
specialization.

5. Study population labeled outside of the labor force in terms of:
categories of age, gender, nationality, educational level, marital
status, willingness to work, the reasons for reluctance to work, and
reasons for leaving previous work.

6. Build a modern database and provide all the data and information
necessary to carry out studies.
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Sample Design :

The sample design is based on independent samples drawn from distinct
sets of especially constructed PSUs, each set covering the entire nation
and designed to include a target number of households of given type :

|. Qatari households

Il. Non-Qatari households
I11. Small labor gatherings
IV. Large labor gatherings

A two-stage sample design is used, selecting PSUs at the first stage and
a sample of households within each selected PSU at the second stage.
The unit chosen at the first stage is called the Primary Sampling Unit and
the unit selected at the second stage is called the Secondary Sampling
Unit. As the census was conducted in April 2010 an updated listing of
the selected Primary Sampling Units was carried out before the actual
enumeration.

Universe :

The universe consists of all the regular Qatari, non-Qatari households
and the labor gatherings in the state of Qatar.

Sampling Frame :

The sampling frame used for this survey is based on 2010 Census of
population, housing and establishments. The Ministry of Development
Planning and Statistics has divided the whole country into small
geographical areas called Census blocks. These were enumeration
areas during the Census. These Blocks were combined to create
Primary Sampling Units (PSUs).

Sampling Unit :

The sampling unit in each stage of selection refers to the entities that are
selected for the survey. In this survey, the ultimate sampling units are the
household individuals residing within the selected household.
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Domain of Estimation :

A domain is any subset of the population for which separate estimates
are planned in the survey design. The survey aims to provide reliable
estimates for Qatari and non-Qatari populations separately.

Sample Size :

The target sample size for the whole year is around 7000 households out
of which one forth will be covered in each quarter.

Data Collection :

The sample was divided into equal parts to collect data monthly. Each
month 1/3 of the quarterly data were collected during the first two weeks
of the month. The data were coded and reviewed during the following

two weeks and all three months were totalled to produce quarterly results.

Results :

The quarterly results are made available only on the Ministry of
Development Planning and Statistics - Statistics Sector website and will
not include municipal data. Annual results will be made available in a
publication and will include municipal data. It is hoped quarterly results
will provide timely information for data users and decision makers.
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The number of Population rose by 4.0%

The total number of population in Q4, 2015
rose to (2,485,302 people), an increase of
(98,426 people) for Q3 of the same year.
The males got the lion's share of that
increase by 95.6%, where males increased
by (94,052) versus (4,374) females, which
accounted for only 4.4% of the total increase
in the numbers of population.

The number of population in Q4, 2015
compared to the same period of 2014 show
an increase in the total population by
(223,744 people). As usual it was the males
who got the lion's share of that increase by
82.5% compared to 17.5% for females.

Executive Summary
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The number of Economically Active Population rose by 2.6%

The increase in the total population in Q4,
2015 led to a significant increase in the
number of economically active population
(1,915,126 people), an increase of (48,280
people) from Q3 of the same year,
representing "almost" half (49.1%) of the
total increase in the number of population
between Q3 and Q4, 2015.

The non-Qataris occupied the largest
percentage of the total increase in the
number of economically active population,
where the increase percentage reached
98.4%, with a concentration in the number
of males by 96.5%, while the females
accounted for only 3.5% of the total increase
in the non-Qatari economically active
population.

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The increase in the numbers of Qatari economically active population
amounted to only 1.6% of the total increase in the number of economically
active population, where male and female percentages were "almost" equal
(47.0% and 53.0%, respectively) of the total increase in the number of Qatari
economically active population .

88.4% is the participation rate of individuals aged 15 years and
above in the labour force.

The results indicate that the economic participation rate of Qataris reached
52.2% of the total Qatari population aged 15 years and over. The male
Qataris represent 64.2%, while the female Qataris represent 35.8% of the
total Qatari labour force.

The number of paid workers rose by 2.7%

The number of paid workers in the Qatari market rose from 1,860,361 in Q3,
2015 to 1,909,898 in Q4, 2015, where the number of male paid workers
reached 1,652,142, compared to 257,756 females. The average monthly
wage of paid workers reached QR 10,782, where the average for males was
QR 11,080, compared to QR 9,821 for females.
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The number of Economically Inactive Population rose by 0.5%

The number of economically inactive
population rose slightly compared to the rise
of economically active population. In Q4,
2015, the number of economically inactive

population reached (251,924 people), an 254000 -
increase of (1,167 people) for the third 252000 -
quarter of the same year, representing only 250000 -
1.2% of total increase in population between 248000 -
Q3 and Q4, 2015, with non-Qataris 246000 -
accounting for about two-thirds of that 244000 -
percentage. The percentage of Qatari and 242000 -
non-Qatari economically inactive population 240000 -
reached (34.9% and 65.1% respectively) of 238000

0.2% is the unemployment rate among participants in labour force.

The number of job seekers in Qatar, according to ILO definition, reached
around three thousand three hundred people in Q4, 2015, of which 1,084
were males and 2,170 were females. Accordingly, the unemployment rate
settled at 0.2% from 2014 to Q4, 2015.

With regard to sex, the rate stood at 0.1% for males compared to 0.8% for
females during Q4, 2015. The unemployment rate for Qataris reached 0.8%,
with 0.4% for males and 1.5% for females. The highest unemployment rate
for the age group (15-24 years) reached 0.7% in Q4, 2015.
