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Introduction

Official statistics are increasingly being recognized as a strategic tool for
development, and are being widely used by all types of users, in particular,
by policy- decision makers for monitoring purposes as well as for
evidence-based decisions. In order to respond to the growing demand for
data on national accounts, foreign trade and prices, the Economic
Statistics Department (ESD) has, as from October 2012, started the
publication of a new report entitled “ Window on Economic Statistics of
Qatar”. This report will be published on a quarterly basis, with a lag of four
months following the reference quarter.

The main objective of this quarterly publication is to collate in one
document all the latest statistics relating to key economic variables, and
with the help of graphs and charts, to inform all of the most recent
development taking place at the total economy level and at the sectorial
level. Data are presented in a clear and user- friendly way to enable better
interpretation and better understanding.

There is a range of economic indicators that can be used to feel the pulse
of the economy in terms of evolution and growth. Some of the indicators
that are most closely watched and used are:

1. GDP growth rate in volume terms.
2. Price trends as measured by the CPI.
3. Current account balance as % of GDP.

Quarterly GDP, Q4 2017

1.Implementation of ISIC, Rev 4.

In January 2015, MDPS shifted to the latest classification of economic
activities namely the International Standard Industrial Classification (ISIC Rev.
4). A new series of annual and quarterly GDP by economic activity was
thereafter prepared for the years 2011 to Q1 2016. The new series is available
in a separate report on MDPS website. Per this new classification, GDP by
activity is presented for 18 industry groups instead of 11.

2.0ver all GDP, Q4 2017

The quarterly GDP at current prices in Q4 of 2017 is estimated at QR 160.88
billion. This represents an increase of 9.4% compared to the estimate of Q4 of
2016 placed at QR 147.04 billion. When compared to previous quarter (Q3 of
2017) revised estimate of QR 152.21 billion, an increase of 5.7% is noticed.
The quarterly GDP at constant (2013) prices in Q4 of 2017 (QR 204.22 billion)
shows a growth of 1.8% compared to the estimate of Q4 of 2016 (QR 200.69
billion). However, compared to the previous quarter (Q3 of 2017) revised
estimate of QR 209.00 billion a decrease of 2.3% is recorded

Mining and Quarrying (including Oil and Gas)

The nominal Gross Value Added (GVA) estimate of Mining and Quarrying
activities is estimated at QR 53.44 billion in Q4 2017, which shows an
increase of 15.2% over the estimate of Q4 2016 placed at QR 46.37 billion.
Compared to the previous quarter (Q3 of 2017) revised estimate, there has
been an increase of 7.1% in the GVA of this sector.

The real GVA of these activities in Q4 2017 is estimated at QR 95.67 billion,
which shows a decrease of 0.4% over the estimate of Q4 2016 (QR 96.04
billion). However, compared to Q3 2017 revised estimate, there has been a
decrease of 6.4% in the real GVA of this sector.
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Non-Mining and Quarrying

The nominal GVA estimate of Non-Mining and Quarrying activities is
estimated at QR 107.44 billion in Q4 2017, which shows an increase of 6.7%
over the estimate of Q4 2016 (QR 100.67 billion). Compared to the previous
quarter (Q3 of 2017) revised estimate, an increase of 5.0% has been
recorded.

The real GVA of these sectors in the fourth quarter of 2017 (QR 108.55 billion)
shows a growth of 3.7% over the corresponding quarter in 2016 (QR 104.65
billion). However, compared to the third quarter 2017 revised estimate the
Non-mining and quarrying activities showed an increase of 1.6%.

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Quarterly CPI, Q4 2017 ( 2013=100)

The Consumer Price Index (CPI) is a measure that examines the change in the
weighted average of prices of a basket of consumer goods and services such as
food, clothing, rental, transportation, etc. The CPI is produced on a monthly
basis. The quarterly index is obtained as a simple average of the monthly CPI.

It is worth mentioning that the base year of the CPI was changed from 2007 to
2013 as from January 2015.

The quarterly CPI for the 4th Quarter of 2017, shows an increase of 0.3% when
compared to the previous quarter, and a 0.3% decrease when compared to the
corresponding quarter of 2016.

The observed 0.3% increase in comparison with the previous quarter is the net
effect of rises in some groups and falls in others. The groups showing increases
include: " Clothing and Footwear " by 2.2%, followed by “Restaurant and Hotel"
by 1.8%, “Transport” by 1.:%, " Furnishings and Household Equipment " by
0.9%, "Education" by 0.6%, Both “Health” and “Food and Beverages” increased
by 0.5%, “Miscellaneous Goods and Services” by 0.2%. A decrease was
recorded in “Housing, Water, Electricity & Gas” by 1.3%, followed by
“Recreation and Culture” with 0.3%. There was no change in the groups of
“Tobacco” and “Communication”.

The 0.3% y-o-y increase in the CPI is the net effect of increases in some groups
and drops in other groups. The group that recorded the highest increase was
“Transport”’, where prices were up by 7.8%, and the group with the highest drop
was “Housing, Water, Electricity & Gas ", where prices declined by 5.6%

Quarterly PPI, Q4 2017 (2013=100)

PPIs can be described as indices designed to measure either the average
change in the price of goods as they leave the place of production or as they
enter the production process. As from 2013, the PPI is produced on a
monthly basis. The PPI was rebased from 2006 to 2013 in April 2015. The
new weights of each industry group are as follows: Mining 72.7%,
Manufacturing 26.8%, Electricity and Water 0.5%.

The PPI for Q4 2017 showed an increase of 14.2%, when compared with
the previous quarter (Q3,2017), and an increase of 17.7% when compared
with the corresponding quarter of 2016.

The increase of 14.2% in the PPI of Q4 2017 compared to Q3 2017 is mainly
attributable to an increase in the prices of refined petroleum products by
18.4%, crude oil, and natural gas, by 14.4%, basic chemicals by 8.6%, basic
metals prices by 8.3%, rubber and plastic products by 3.5%. While there was
a fall in others juices by 5.1%, cement and other non-metallic products by
2.4%, other chemical products, man-made fiber by 0.2%.

The 17.7% y-o-y rise, is the net effect of an increases in some groups and
declines in others. The groups that recorded the highest increase were
refined petroleum products by 26.8%, basic metals prices by 26.5%, crude
oil, and natural gas by 16.0%, basic chemicals by 13.3%, chemical products
man-made fibers by 6.4%, and Dairy products by 2.9%.

Decreases were recorded in Cement and other non-metallic products by
5.6%, pulp, paper and paper products by 3.0%, beverages by 2.2%, and
Juices by 0.6%.

Electricity and water didn’t change when compared to previous quarter
(Q8,2017). A 8.9% increases when compared with counterpart in the
previous year(Q4,2016).
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Foreign Merchandise Trade - Q4 2017

Data on foreign merchandise trade are compiled following the international
recommendations. For imports, the main source is the General Authority of
Customs. Imports and re-exports therefore include only goods that have been
cleared through Customs. For exports, the direct survey of exporting
companies is the main source. Imports are valued at cost, insurance, and
freight (c.i.f.) and exports at free on board (f.o.b.). All goods are classified
according to the Unified Customs Tariff Code for the GCC countries (GCC
Tariff), which is an adapted version of the international Harmonized System
(HS). For analysis and international comparison purposes, imports and
exports are classified according to the Standard International Trade
Classification (S.I.T.C) which takes account of the nature of the products.

Balance of Foreign Merchandise Trade, Q4 2017

Foreign merchandise trade balance, which represents the difference between
total exports and total imports, showed a surplus of QR 35.8 billion during Q4
2017. i.e. an increase of QR 7.8 billion or 27.7% compared to the
corresponding quarter of 2016 (Table 13).

Total Exports, Q4 2017

Total exports (exports of domestic origin and re-exports) amounted to QR 68.5
billion in Q4 2017, representing an increase of QR 11.7 billion or 20.6%
compared to Q4 2016. The y-o-y increase in total exports was mainly due to
the higher value of exports of “Petroleum gases and other gaseous
hydrocarbons’ , reaching QR 38.7 billion i.e. a rise of 12.1%.“ Petroleum oils
and oils from bituminous minerals etc. (crude) reaching QR 14.3 billion
(increase of 52.7%) and “Petroleum oils and oils from bituminous minerals etc.
(not crude)” reaching QR 5.4 billion (a rise of 95.2%). For more information on
y-0-y changes see table 15.

Japan, South Korea and India were the top three countries of destination of
Qatar’s exports (Table 17).
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On the other hand, decreases were noticed in " Machinery and transport
equipment” reaching QR 1.2 billion a decrease of 37.2% ,” Chemicals and
related products, n.e.s.” reaching QR 5.8 billion a decrease of 1.1%, and
“Food and live animals” reaching QR 0.01 billion, a decrease of 90.8%
compared with the corresponding quarter of 2016 (Table 14) .

Total Imports, Q4 2017

Imports of merchandise, (as received from General Authority of Customs)
amounted to QR 32.6 billion in Q4 2017, showing an increase of QR 3.9
billion i.e. 13.6% compared to Q4 2016. The y-o-y decrease was mainly driven
by "Manufactured goods classified chiefly by material” reaching QR 4.1 billion,
a decrease of 5.6%, and “Miscellaneous manufactured articles”, reaching QR
4.3billion, decrease of 4.3%.

On the other hand, increases were noticed in " Machinery and transport
equipment” reaching QR 15.7 billion, an increase of 19.6%, and “Food and live
animals” reaching QR 3.1 billion an increase of 29.8% compared with the
corresponding quarter of 2016, (Table 16) .

United States of America, China and Germany were the top three countries of
origin of Qatar’s imports (Table18).

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Performance of the Business Services Sector in the State
of Qatar, 2012-2016

Introduction
This article examines the performance of the business services sector in
Qatar for the period 2012-2016 in terms of its importance, contribution to
GDP and employment of labor force. The article also tackles the
methodology and methods adopted in collecting and compiling the sector’s
performance data as well as an overall analysis by following up the
development in the added value generated, its growth rates and affecting
factors. For practical reasons related to the collection and dissemination of
data, this article covers the following service activities:
o Real estate activities
e Professional, scientific and technical activities
e Administrative and support service activities

The importance of the Business Services Sector

The business services sector is one of the fields of industry in the national
economy, which is concerned with the production of services rather than
tangible goods. The business services sector is a major supporter of Qatar
National Vision (QNV) 2030, which aims to develop a diversified economy
that is less dependent on the hydrocarbon sectors and more oriented
towards investment in the knowledge economy. The services sector plays a
major role in diversifying Qatar's economy and achieving its strategy. It
provides market researches, surveys and management consultation and
contributes to infrastructure in terms of labor supply, equipment leasing,
engineering consultancy, technical tests and analyses, etc.

The period from 2012 to 2016 witnessed an increasing growth in the
contribution of the business services sector to GDP, rising from 5.7% in 2012
to 11.4% in 2016. In five years, the contribution of the sector to GDP
increased by about 6 percentage points. The following table illustrates these
details :

The results of labor force surveys prepared and published by the Ministry of
Development Planning and Statistics (MDPS) indicate the size, composition
and characteristics of the labor force in Qatar. The table below shows that
about 5% to 6% of total labor force in Qatar were employed in the business
services sector during the mentioned period.

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Methodology of compiling Business Services Sector data

MDPS conducts an annual economic survey to assess the performance of

the business services activities in the country. Following is a brief review of

methodology used :
1. Scope

All business services activiies as per the National Classification of

Economic Activities derived from International Standard Industrial

Classification of All Economic Activities (ISIC), Rev.4 issued by the United

Nations Statistics Division, as follows:

* Real estate activities in owned/leased properties and real estate activities
based on fees or contracts.

o Professional, scientific and technical activities, such as legal activities,
accounting, management and engineering consultancy, advertising,
photography and veterinary services.

* Administrative and support service activities, such as rental of vehicles
and equipment, labor recruitment, travel, security and building services.

2. Questionnaires used and the targeted statistical unit

The targeted statistical unit refers to the establishments operating in the

above activities in the State of Qatar.

Data are collected through two forms of questionnaires as follows:

o Questionnaire form for large establishments with 10 or more workers.
Data collection covers all.

e Questionnaire form for small establishments with less than 10 workers.
Data are collected through a random sample representing each activity.

3. Key components of the questionnaire
o Identification data of the establishment in terms of its name, main activity,
location, telephone and fax numbers, P.O. box number, commercial
registration number, type of ownership and legal status.
o Employment and wages: detailed data on the number of workers by sex,
occupation, nationality and wages paid during the year.
o Value of production during the year.
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o Value of goods and services consumed during the year.
e Other transfer expenses and payments.
o Assets, capital additions and depreciation during the year.

4. Framework

An integrated framework for establishments operating in the business
services sector has been prepared based on the results of the
Establishments Census 2015, which was implemented through the
Simplified Census of Population, Housing and Establishments 2015. Data
are updated annually by means of questionnaires received annually through
the economic survey.

5. Data collection

The establishment’'s data are collected by carefully selected and trained
field researchers. Some establishments provide their data electronically by
filling up the questionnaire online.

6. Application of data quality standards and data validation

At this stage, the questionnaires are reviewed and audited through the
application of data quality standards to ensure their logic and consistency,
such as the study of the ratio of inputs to production, the ratio of
depreciation to production, the average wage of the worker, productivity of
the worker and the added value generated per worker. Current year's data
are also compared to previous years' data. The establishment may be
contacted again if necessary.

After checking the validity and accuracy of the data in the questionnaire, the
data are entered into the Oracle system for processing and cleaning.

7. Calculating the raising- up coefficients and extracting the

results

Technical coefficients are used to calculate the overall estimates, taking into
account non-responding establishments in the case of large establishments
and the sample size in the case of small establishments, for each group in
the ISIC and also within each group of establishments by labor force size.
Finally, the results are extracted and published.
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Analysis of the performance of the Business Services Sector
When reviewing the evolution of gross value added (GVA) figures for
business services activities during the period 2012-2016, we can observe a
relatively good growth rates with an average real annual growth rate of

7.4% during the mentioned period, while the nominal annual growth rate

was 13.0% (see table below).

Average real growth rate during the period
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The increase in real annual growth rate of the business services sector is due
to several reasons, including the local real estate market growth. The rapid
economic and population growth and the increase in the average per capita
income have reflected positively on market development. There is also a
steady increase in the retail real estate market with the opening of many new
commercial malls in different areas.

The increase in government expenditure on infrastructure and FIFA world cup
2022 projects has also led to the growth of several activities in the business
services sector, such as engineering consultancy, technical tests and analysis
and labor supply, as well as the rental of machinery, equipment and building
services.

On the other hand, due to the nature of the country's safe and attractive
economic environment, many large foreign and domestic companies have
been opened in various activities, such as accounting offices, law offices,
advertising, photography, travel and tourism agencies ... etc
